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ꀚWithin the hermetically-sealed container of our perceptive reality, we breathe in a complicated chemical-laden stimulant fluid
 that provides limitless images and objects within four-dimensional space. We ignore most of these things, while others set off emotive triggers that remain infinitely scrolling upon our internal projection screen. 

ꀪWe make images ourselves. They serve as tools for memory and these images shape the perceptions of who we thought we once were. Photographs produce an internal effect akin to gravitational time dilation.
 Our memories bend around the apparent concreteness of the picture plane. We paste these manipulated memories together in a scattered timeline with only our subjectivity left to verify the authenticity of our beliefs. 

ꃍ Within the growing datasphere we're exposed to a neverending image stream. Our internal processing cores take in evermore images while the cores themselves slowly dematerialize, the contents transferring from this physical network to the fully "artificial." We stammer to maintain a perceived sense of autonomy the whole way through.

ꅟ Now in the the networked datumplane,
 we continue to sculpt attitundinal and behaviorial models based on the simulation we experience. New stimuli we encounter are accepted or rejected and the result is used as verification of the veracity of our model.
 Photographs exist as symbolic assemblies manufactured by a content generator as a demonstration of a possible model's acceptability; a tool to encourage other personae within the TechnoCore to accept the producer's model.

The malleability of images is central to love and horror we have of photographs. As a container of defined symbols, pictures exist as secretive incredible abstractions, masking the content-providers intent, allowing the viewer to project themselves into the frame, providing a wishing well for the viewer to partake, validating their life simulation and proclivities.

The model generates reality and reality generates the model in a feedback loop. New stimuli we encounter are either accepted or rejected and the result is used as further verification of the veracity of the model. Photographs exist as symbolic assemblies manufactured by the content provider as a basis of proving the individual model's acceptability, as well as a conversion tool for others to accept the model. The photograph's legibility ensures broad readership due to familiar symbols, while at the same time maintaining an abstract trojan horse quality that offers a malleability of meaning, allowing the photograph to exist in detail and abstraction simultaneously, hence providing the viewer the ability to project, treating the viewed image much like a wishing well. Akin to the physicist who sought to define the placement of the electron in motion around the nucleus, instead finding the electron in every location observed, the photograph has the ability to be all things to all observers. Each of us finds what we seek, a destabilizing facet of the photograph's content delivery system. Or, in a larger sense, of our ability to interpret reality. In our information saturated perceptions, we seek out homogeneity and reifying information that supports our existence model, building our internal dossier of comfort and validity. If we find what we seek continually, do levels of chance understanding then exist? What of Free Will? Life's mysteries?

~Time Debt~

Time Debt, as in the time one pays by traveling really fast in space, say near light speed. You pay in youth or conversely in your loved ones getting old as you stay young. Roughly speaking, two weeks traveling at light speed will be equal to a year your boss spends eating Doritos on earth. So say you travel faster than light for four years to reach Alpha Centauri, your newborn baby brother will age 108 years by the time you oil up and enjoy the novelty of a suntan another star's suntan.

Our perception of memory is like this. The faster we travel into the future, the quicker we become distant from our past selves. We don't know that person any longer, but also, we can't add up what that person did exactly when. We cut and paste the memories together in a fraught timeline with often little to verify authentic date/time/place/event.
